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)Jar Wars is a fundraiser that is a competition between grade levels.  Each grade level has a jar that they are trying to fill with positive points.  Positive points are given for pennies (1 points each) and paper bills ($1s-100 points, $5s-500 points, $10-1,000 points, etc.).  Negative points are given for silver coins: nickels (-5 points), dimes (-10 points), and quarters (-25 points).  Each day during lunch, students will be able to put positive points into their own jar, and “invade” another grade level by putting negative points into their jars.  At the end of the day, the points will be counted and the current leaders will be announced each morning.  

This year, the money that we raise from our Jar Wars fundraiser will support the
Alternating Hemiplegia of Childhood Foundation.
